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I am a retired senior on social security disability, and a limited income.
have had many of the same overdraft experiences that have been noted here.
I've always felt that the fees banks and credit unions charge for overdrawn
accounts, is unrealistic. Especially with the unemployment rate as high as it
is, some people are scraping by every day, month and year! 

I believe that you should consider a "line of credit". In the past, my
credit union would set up a line of credit attached to my checking account to
cover overdrafts. The interest was 15%. Fair enough I thought... especially
if I had an emergency, I knew I would have funds there. The CU would 
encourage you to use your overdraft protection. To me the &#8220;line of
credit&#8221; was quite an advantage on months that I would run out of money
before the month was over. 

If you and the banks won't do away with the fees or lower them, then perhaps
this method could be an alternative to consider. 

I will pray that you will contemplate and arrange your next move in favor of
doing away with these outrageous fees. My thanks in advance.
